Topics for Workshopping Analysis using close reading (Gallop assisted by White and Berger):

How effective is the writer’s effort to perform the following aspects of this analysis, and WHAT IS MISSING from this effort:

a) Include a thesis statement that your introduction sets up, developing a rationale for evaluating a particular piece of writing and then staking a claim about the value of evaluating writing using Gallop, White, and Berger 
b) Introduce Gallop and White and Berger (titles of texts and summaries of arguments).
c) Develop the analysis using Gallop’s, White’s and Berger’s method to provide key terms
d) Use specific textual evidence to illustrate each claim you make. 
e) Identify specific textual moments within the text you claim are “surprising”: in some way these elements of the text are marginalized and ignored in relation to the “main idea.”

f) Show how attending to these surprising elements challenge the set of commonplace projections invoked while evaluating the text that way.

g) Generate a new reading/evaluation of the text (from the point of view of a divergent controlling value).
